Hotel quidelines

The hotel will be booked on a strictly first come first served basis, with Athletes and immediate families
having priority. Relatives booking forms will be held back until the return deadline date has passed then all
efforts will be made to accommodate them. Once the hotel is full, other people wishing to come will be
directed to the Express Inn directly next door to the Village Hotel.

The Hotel is beautiful with full facilities so we would encourage those who usually only come for the one
day and a night to stay for the weekend with us.

Room bookings.

The hotel will not accept any individual room bookings. To guarantee the DAAUK rate all bookings must be
made using the hotel booking form included in this pack.

In order to guarantee your room booking the hotel will deduct a £25 room deposit from your credit/debit
card (this policy is used by all Village Hotels). The hotel will confirm you’re booking once this has been
done. Rooms will be allocated on a first come first served basis and are allocated at the discretion of the
hotel events dept. Family rooms will be allocated to families of four only. For families of three there will be a
Z bed supplied in the room.

With the Hotel come certain rules and we ask all parents with children to make sure that they understand
the following guidelines. Please note that parents are responsible for their children’s behaviour at all
times.

Hotel Lift,
The hotel has a lift to all floors. The lift is only used when going to and from your rooms, leisure club and
other public areas in the hotel. It is very important that the children do not play in the lift.

Swimming pool,
This is open to all residents of the hotel, however an adult must accompany children under 18 at all times.
The swimming pool has restricted times for children and these are as follows

Friday, Saturday and Sunday 9am — 12 noon

Friday and Saturday 2pm — 7pm

Sunday 2pm — 6pm

These rules apply for any resident staying at the hotel not just the DAAUK members.

Leisure club,
This is available to all hotel residents 18+.

Bar,
Bar staff reserve the right to question a person’s age if they think a person appears to be underage.
Identifying wristbands will be required to be worn by over 18’s.

Disco Carvery,

There will be a Disco Carvery again this year, a carvery + sweet; the price will be £15 per adult and £7.50
per child under 14. We are limited to numbers in this area to 260 so therefore it will be ticket only and first
come first served. (On receipt of your disco booking form your tickets for this event will be placed in your
games pack).

Disabled Facilities,

To the front of the hotel there are many disabled parking bays.

There is a ramp to the hotel reception with automatic doors, the reception desk and all other counters have
low areas. There are a limited number of bedrooms equipped for disabled people/wheelchairs, some have
low baths and some have walk in showers.
